Rio Claro city is located at the country side of Sao Paulo State. Its foundation hapened in 1827 and the city was one of the pioneers on the abolition of slavery in Brazil. Bycicles are very much used in Rio Claro as the topography of the city is very flat.

The old Train Station is one of the touristic attractions of the city and became a place for exhibitions and fairs. Nowadays the trains are not used for passengers transportation.

You can also find some beautiful green spaces around the city such the Forest Edmundo Navarro de Andrade and the Blue Lake. 

Rio Claro has about 700 km2 and has 613 m of altitude. The climate is tropical with dry Winter and rainy Summer. The region is known mainly for sugar cane plantations and some ceramics industries.

The main river is the Corumbatai which is located at the west side of the city.

The competition area spreads to the West and East of the Corumbatai river. The city is located on the East side of the river at the SE portion of the competition map as well the sugar cane plantations. Flying to the North and West region there are mainly open fields providing excellent 

conditions for landing and flying.

The whole are is relatively flat and the elevation of the lauchfield is 584 m MSL and the UTM coordinates are 23K  0236201  7517425.

In Rio Claro was held the Brazilian Hot Air Ballooning Nationals in 2005 and it showed to be an excellent area for ballooning competitions.

Highways and main roads are paved roads but secondary roads and out of the city the roads are mainly dirt roads.

There are three highways crossing the competition area:

- Northwest-Southeast connection: Limeira/Sao Carlos (Rod. Washington Luis) -> way to Sao Paulo

- South connection: to Piracicaba

- East connection: to Araras

There are many good restaurants and pubs at the city and five main hotels with good accomodation for all the people involved with the championship.

	Meteorological characteristics
	Rio Claro is located in the part of Brazil which is more influenced by stable continental weather patterns.

The Winter is not cold in Brazil and specially in Rio Claro and temperatures in July are mostly between 15°C in the morning, topping 25°C during the afternoon.

In general the winds are soft in July prevailing out of the South and South East. 

In 2005 the weather was extremely good and we flew 100% of the intended flights and one night glow just before the begining of the event.



	Venue description & characteristics

(Competition centre, briefing room, media centre, social activities, etc)
	The central launch-field  is located within the Aeroclub of the city. The Task Briefings will be located inside the same area in one of the hangars.

The Competition Centre will be located in the same hotel the officials will be living during the event and there will be enough rooms for the Event Director, Debriefing, Tracking and Scoring.

At the Aeroclub it will be provide whole infrastructure for the public, competitors and officials, including fire brigade, police and ambulance.

Despite the fact that the Airclub is fenced, it is guarded 24h/day and does provide ideal conditions for the safe access control of competitors as well  as spectators.

The Aeroclub is a regular place to hold big exhibitions and air sport competition and presentations. The local prefecture closes one of the adjacent roads for public parking and there is special entrance for balloonists and press to attend the Task Briefings and launching (when inside the Aeroclub area).

The media centre will be located inside the Aeroclub area and there will be information available also at the Competition Center.
